Tip of the Month 
This month I would like to discuss using the pattern board that is located between the Wobble 

trap and the Skeet fence on field #6. This board is covered with white lithium grease that is 

diluted with oil. All you have to do most of the time is just use the brush to smooth out the 

grease after you have shot the board. It can be shot numerous times before needing more 

grease applied to it. Now there are several reasons that you would want to pattern your gun. 

The first is to see how the gun actually fits you. What you are looking for is if your pattern is 

high, low, left or right. You would aim at the middle of the board and look at the overall 

patterns location. Once you know where the pattern is you can make adjustments to your gun if 

you have and adjustable stock and rib. Never adjust you gun based off of one shot. Shoot 

enough shots at the pattern board to be sure you know exactly where your gun is shooting. If 

your gun is not adjustable you can see a stock fitter. Gun fit is one of the most critical parts of 

shotgun sports. It is imperative that your gun shoots where you look. If you have to adjust your 

face and head constantly to make the gun shoot where you are looking you will never be able to 

shoot at your full potential. When shooting a shotgun at a moving target you should never take 

your eyes off of the target. So if you need to look at the beads to make the gun shoot where you 

want it to you will have problems breaking birds. The second reason for patterning your gun is 

to find the correct choke for a specific distance. Most people want a 30ò shot pattern at the 

distance they are shooting the actual target. If you are shooting 16 yard trap the average 

shooter would be taking the target around 30-35 yards out. So, you would stand at that distance 

when you shoot the pattern board with the choke you believe would give you this size of pattern. 

If it isnôt 30ò you would try the next choke size either tighter or looser to obtain your 30ò 

pattern. The idea behind a 30ò pattern is to give you the largest pattern possible at that 

distance while maintaining enough density not to have holes in the pattern.
